Fire Department Report for September:

Total emergency service response 208, 175 patients treated, 157 patients transported, 47 refused transport, 121 hours in service, 278.8 man hours in service, 5 minutes call to patient contact, 136 day responses and 72 night responses.

Ambulance 2182 is back in service after repairs from accident.
